Option A - Personal Accident Cover and Option B - Accidental Death Cover

Permanent Exclusions:
Accidental death benefit will not be paid if death is caused from or due to any of the following:

e |ntentionally self-inflicted injury or suicide while sane orinsane

¢ Alcohol or Solvent abuse or taking of Drugs, narcotics or psychotropic substances unless taken in accordance with
the lawful directions and prescription of a registered medical practitioner.

e Engaging in or taking part in professional sport(s) or any hazardous pursuits, power boat racing, sky diving, para
gliding, parachuting, scuba diving, skydo riding, winter sports, sky jumping, ice hockey, ice speedway, ballooning,
hand gliding, river rafting / bugging, black water rafting, yachting / boating outside coastal waters, motor rallying,
power lifting, quad biking, rodeo and roller hockey.

e War, invasion, hostilities (whether war is declared or not), civil war, rebellion, revolution or taking partin ariot or civil
commotion.

e Taking partin any flying activity, other than as a passenger in a commercially licensed aircraft.
e Participation by the life assured in a criminal or unlawful act.
Option C - Cancer Cover

Carcinoma-in-situ

Carcinoma-in-situ shall mean a histologically proven, localized pre-invasion lesion where cancer cells have not yet
penetrated the basement membrane or invaded (in the sense of infiltrating and / or actively destroying) the
surrounding tissues or stroma in any one of the following covered organ groups, and subject to any classification stated:

(a) Breast, where the tumour is classified as Tis according to the TNM Staging method;

(b) Corpus uteri, vagina, vulva or fallopian tubes where the tumour is classified as Tis according to the TNM Staging
method or FIGO* Stage O;

(c) Cervix uteri, classified as cervical intraepithelial neoplasia grade Ill (CIN Ill) or as Tis according to the TNM Staging
method or FIGO* Stage O;

(d) Ovary -include borderline ovarian tumours with intact capsule, no tumour on the ovarian surface, classified as
T1aNOMO, T1bNOMO (TMN Staging) or FIGO 1A, FIGO 1B

(e) Colon and rectum;

(f) Penis;

(g) Testis;

(h) Lung;

(i) Liver;

(j) Stomach and esophagus;

(k) Urinary tract, for the purpose of in-situ cancers of the bladder, stage Ta of papillary carcinomais included
(I) Nasopharynx

For purposes of this Policy, Carcinoma-in-situ must be confirmed by a biopsy.

* FIGO refers to the staging method of the Federation Internationale de Gynecologie et d'Obstetrique

Pre-malignant lesions and Carcinoma-in-situ of any organ unless listed above are excluded.



Early Stage Cancer
Early Stage Cancer shall mean the presence of one of the following malignant conditions:

(a) Tumour of the thyroid histologically classified as TLINOMO according to the TNM classification;

(b) Prostate tumourshould be histologically described as TNM Classification T1a or T1b or T1c are of another equivalent
or lesser classification.

(c) Chronic lymphocytic leukaemia classified as RAI Stage | or II;
(d) Basal cell and squamous skin cancer that has spread to distant organs beyond the skin,
(e) Hodgkin's lymphoma Stage | by the Cotswolds classification staging system.

The Diagnosis must be based on histopathological features and confirmed by a Pathologist. Pre-malignant lesions and
conditions, unless listed above, are excluded.

Major Cancer

A malignant tumour characterised by the uncontrolled growth & spread of malignant cells with invasion & destruction
of normal tissues. This diagnosis must be supported by histological evidence of malignancy & confirmed by a
pathologist. The term cancer includes leukemia, lymphoma and sarcoma.

The following are excluded:

(a) Tumours showing the malignant changes of carcinoma in situ & tumours which are histologically described as
premalignant or non-invasive, including but not limited to: Carcinoma in situ of breasts, Cervical dysplasia CIN-1, CIN
-2 &CIN-3.

(b) Any skin cancer other than invasive malignant melanoma

(c) All tumours of the prostate unless histologically classified as having a Gleason score greater than 6 or having
progressed to at least clinical TNM classification T2NOMO.

(d) Papillary micro - carcinoma of the thyroid less than 1 cm in diameter
(e) Chronic lymphocyctic leukaemia less than RAl stage 3
(f) All tumours of the urinary bladder histologically classified as TLINOMO (TNM Classification) or below

Pre-existing Disease
Pre-existing condition is a cancer condition (primary or metastatic); or precancerous condition:

(a) For which the insured was diagnosed by a physician within 48 months prior to the effective date of the policy issued
by the insurer or its reinstatement or

(b) For which medical advice or treatment was recommended by, or received from, a physician within 48 months prior to
the effective date of the policy issued by the insurer or its reinstatement

Time bound exclusions
(a) The benefits under this plan will be paid only if the life assured survives for a period of 7 days from the date of
diagnosis of the condition.

(b) A waiting period of 180 days will apply from date of commencement.
(c) Onrevival:
o If the policy is revived within 60 days, only the remaining part of waiting period will apply.

b) Where the risk has already commenced and the option of return of the policy is exercised by the scheme member, a
deduction towards the proportionate risk premium for period on cover or;

€) Where only a part of the insurance coverage has commenced, such proportionate premium commensurate with the
insurance coverage during such period.

There can be two scenarios in such Free-Look cancellation as mentioned below:

i. Rider Policy cancelled with the base group policy

If the Rider is cancelled with the base group policy, the Company shall arrange to

a) Refund the total (Certificate of Insurance) Premium paid, subject to deduction of the expenses incurred for
medical examination (if any) and stamp duty, (if any) or;

b) Where the risk has already commenced and the option of return of the policy is exercised by the scheme member,
a deduction towards the proportionate risk premium for period on cover or;

¢) Where only a part of the insurance coverage has commenced, such proportionate premium commensurate with
the insurance coverage during such period.

The Rider Policy will be cancelled automatically if the Master Policy to which it is attached is cancelled in the

free-look period.

ii. RiderPolicy without the base group policy

If the Rider is cancelled independently of the base group policy then the Company shall arrange to

(v) Assignment and Transfer: This Rider Policy cannot be assigned independently. However the Rider Policy can be

assigned along with the Base Policy as per Section 38 of the Insurance Act, 1938 as amended from time to time.

Prohibition of Rebates: In accordance with Section 41 of the Insurance Act, 1938 as amended from time to time:
No person shall allow or offer to allow, either directly or indirectly, as an inducement to any person to take out or
renew or continue an insurance in respect of any kind of risk relating to lives or property in India, any rebate of the
whole or part of the commission payable or any rebate of the premium shown on the policy, nor shall any person
taking out or renewing or continuing a policy accept any rebate, except such rebate as may be allowed in
accordance with the published prospectuses or tables of the insurer.

Any person making default in complying with the provisions of this section shall be liable for a penalty which may
extend to ten lakh rupees.

(vii) Non-Disclosure: In accordance with Section 45 of the Insurance Act, 1938 as amended from time to time:

1. No policy of life insurance shall be called in question on any ground whatsoever after the expiry of three years

from the date of the policy, i.e., from the date of issuance of the policy or the date of commencement of risk or
the date of revival of the policy or the date of the rider to the policy, whichever is later.

. Apolicy of life insurance may be called in question at any time within three years from the date of issuance of

the policy or the date of commencement of risk or the date of revival of the policy or the date of the rider to the
policy, whichever is later, on the ground of fraud: Provided that the insurer shall have to communicate in writing
totheinsured or the legal representatives or nominees or asignees of the insured the grounds and materials on
which such decision is based.

Notwithstanding anything contained in sub-section (2), no insurer shall repudiate a life insurance policy on the
ground of fraud if the insured can prove that the mis-statement of or suppression of a material fact was true to
the best of his knowledge and belief or that there was no deliberate intention to suppress the fact or that such
mis-statement of or suppression of a material fact are within the knowledge of the insurer: Provided that in
case of fraud, the onus of disproving lies upon the beneficiaries, in case the policyholder is not alive.

. A policy of life insurance may be called in question at any time within three years from the date of issuance of

the policy or the date of commencement of risk or the date of revival of the policy or the date of the rider to the
policy, whichever is later, on the ground that any statement of or suppression of a fact material to the
expectancy of the life of the insured was incorrectly made in the proposal or other document on the basis of
which the policy was issued or revived or rider issued:Provided that the insurer shall have to communicate in
writing to the insured or the legal representatives or nominees or assignees of the insured the grounds and
materials on which such decision to repudiate the policy of life insurance is based:Provided further thatin case
of repudiation of the policy on the ground of misstatement or suppression of a material fact, and not on the
ground of fraud, the premiums collected on the policy till the date of repudiation shall be paid to the insured or
the legal representatives or nominees or assignees of the insured within a period of ninety days from the date
of such repudiation.

Nothingin this section shall prevent the insurer from calling for proof of age atany time if he is entitled to do so,
and no policy shall be deemed to be called in question merely because the terms of the policy are adjusted on
subsequent proof that the age of the life insured was incorrectly stated in the proposal.

(viii) Taxes:

Taxes and levies as applicable will be charged. Any taxes, statutory levy becoming applicable in future may become
payable by you by any method including by levy of an additional monetary amount in addition to premium and/or
charges.
