Nomination can be cancelled or changed at any time before policy matures, by an

endorsementorafurtherendorsementorawillas the case may be.

6) Anotice in writing of Change or Cancellation of nomination must be delivered to
the insurer for the insurer to be liable to such nominee. Otherwise, insurer will
notbe liable if abonafide paymentis made to the person named in the text of the
policyorintheregisteredrecords of theinsurer.

7) Fee to be paid to the insurer for registering change or cancellation of a
nomination can be specified by the Authority through Regulations.

8) Atransferorassignmentmade inaccordance with Section 38 shall automatically
cancel the nomination except in case of assignment to the insurer or other
transferee orassignee for purpose of loan or against security orits reassignment
afterrepayment. Insuch case, the nomination will not get cancelled to the extent
ofinsurer'sor transferee's orassignee'sinterestin the policy. The nomination will
getrevivedonrepaymentoftheloan.

8) The Insurer may accept or decline to act upon any transfer or assignment or
endorsement, if it has sufficientreasons to believe thatitis (a) not bonafide or (b)
not in the interest of the policyholder or (c) not in public interest or (d) is for the
purpose of trading of theinsurance policy.

9) In case of refusal to act upon the endorsement by the Insurer, any person
aggrieved by the refusal may prefer a claim to IRDAI within 30 days of receipt of
therefusalletterfromtheInsurer.

on the ground of fraud: Provided that the insurer shall have to communicate in
writing to the insured or the legal representatives or nominees or assignees of
theinsuredthe groundsand materials onwhich such decisionis based.

3) Notwithstanding anything contained in sub-section (2), no insurer shall
repudiate a life insurance policy on the ground of fraud if the insured can prove
that the mis-statement of or suppression of amaterial fact was true to the best of
his knowledge and belief or that there was no deliberate intention to suppress
the fact or that such mis-statement of or suppression of a material fact are within
the knowledge of the insurer: Provided that in case of fraud, the onus of
disprovingliesuponthe beneficiaries, incase the policyholderisnotalive.

A policy of life insurance may be called in question at any time within three years
from the date of issuance of the policy or the date of commencement of risk or the
date of revival of the policy or the date of the rider to the policy, whicheveris later,
on the ground that any statement of or suppression of a fact material to the
expectancy of the life of the insured was incorrectly made in the proposal or
other document on the basis of which the policy was issued or revived or rider
issued: Provided that the insurer shall have to communicate in writing to the
insured or the legal representatives or nominees or assignees of the insured the
grounds and materials on which such decision to repudiate the policy of life
insurance is based: Provided further that in case of repudiation of the policy on
the ground of misstatement or suppression of a material fact, and not on the
ground of fraud, the premiums collected on the policy till the date of repudiation
shall be paid to the insured or the legal representatives or nominees or
assignees of the insured within a period of ninety days from the date of such
repudiation.

Nothing in this section shall prevent the insurer from calling for proof of age at
any time if he is entitled to do so, and no policy shall be deemed to be called in
question merely because the terms of the policy are adjusted on subsequent
proof thatthe age of thelifeinsured wasincorrectly statedin the proposal..

In case of fraud or misrepresentation including non-disclosure of any material
facts, the Policy shall be cancelled immediately and the Surrender Value shall be
payable, subject to the fraud or misrepresentation being established in
accordance with Section 45 of the Insurance Act, 1938
