BENEFITS IN DETAIL

A. Maturity Benefit:

No benefit is payable on survival till end of policy term.

B. Death Benefit:

Death during Waiting Period

On death of the Life Assured during the Waiting Period and provided the Policy is in force, the Death Benefit amount
payable as alump sumis:

(1) In case of Accidental Death, for reqular premium or limited premium payment policy, equal to Sum Assured on
Death which is the highest of:

m (2) 10 times the Annualized Premium, or

m (b) 105% of all premiums paid as on the date of death, or

m (b) Absolute amount assured to be paid on death.

Absolute amount assured to be paid on death shall be an amount equal to Basic Sum Assured.

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C. Waiting Period

45 days from the date of commencement of risk. In case of revival of Policy, the Waiting Period shall not be applicable.
Absolute amount assured to be paid on death shall be an amount equal to Basic Sum Assured.

Annualized Premium : The premium amount payable in a year excluding taxes, rider premiums, underwriting extra premiums and loadings for modal premiums, if any
Premiums referred above shall not include any extra amount chargeable under the policy due to underwriting decision and rider premium(s), if any.

WHAT IF DUE PREMIUMS ARE NOT PAID IN TIME

A. Grace Period:

Grace Period is the time provided after the premium due date during which the policy is considered to be in-force with
the risk cover. This plan has a grace period of 30 days for yearly and half yearly mode of payment. The grace period for
monthly frequency is 15 days from the premium due date.

Should a valid claim arise under the policy during the grace period, but before the payment of due premium, we shall still
honor the claim. In such cases, where the mode of payment of premium is other than yearly, balance premium(s), if any,
falling due from the date of death and before the next policy anniversary shall be deducted from the claim amount.

If the due premium is not paid by the end of the grace period for regular and limited pay policies, the policy shall lapse

B. FREE-LOOK PERIOD:

In case you not agreeable to any policy terms and conditions under this product, you have the option of returning the
policy to us stating the reasons thereof, within 15 days from the date of receipt of the policy. If the policy has been
purchased through Distance Marketing mode, this period will be 30 days. On receipt of the letter along with the original
policy document, we shall refund the premium, subject to deduction of the proportionate risk premium for the period on
cover and stamp duty (if any).Distance Marketing refers to insurance policies sold over the telephone or the internet or
any other method that does not involve face-to-face selling.

Prohibition of Rebates: In accordance with Section 41 of the Insurance Act, 1938 as amended from time to time:

1) No person shall allow or offer to allow, either directly or indirectly, as an inducement to any person to take out or
renew or continue an insurance in respect of any kind of risk relating to lives or property in India, any rebate of the
whole or part of the commission payable or any rebate of the premium shown on the policy, nor shall any person
taking out or renewing or continuing a policy accept any rebate, except such rebate as may be allowed in accordance
with the published prospectuses or tables of the insurer.

2) Any person making default in complying with the provisions of this section shall be liable for a penalty which may
extend to ten lakh rupees.
